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School board delegates approve amendments to OSBA platform
COLUMBUS — The Ohio School Boards Association’s (OSBA) 2009 Delegate Assembly today approved 17 amendments to the association’s legislative platform. The platform conveys to legislators, policymakers, the public and the media where OSBA stands on issues.

The Delegate Assembly is made up of representatives of public school districts from around the state. Delegates held their annual meeting during OSBA’s 54th annual Capital Conference and Trade Show. More than 10,000 school board members, administrators and other education leaders regularly attend the annual conference at the Greater Columbus Convention Center.

Some of the amendments that delegates approved include those calling for:

• Full state funding for all-day kindergarten.

• Eliminating the time limit for opportunity to seek voter approval for a conversion levy.

• The state facilities program to address the demands upon districts and issues related to classroom facilities caused by operating requirements and expenditure and reporting standards.

• Recognizing that differences in operational costs, student needs and geographic challenges exist among districts, and supporting adjustments in school funding based on these differences.

• Opposing any advertising or campaigning by the Ohio Lottery Commission or agents of the state of Ohio that implies directly or indirectly that the funding of public education is contingent upon gambling.

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• Supporting flexibility to allow creativity and innovation in the implementation of the Ohio Evidence Based Model and incentives to help school districts improve student achievement, rather than a checklist of mandates. The burden of proof shall rest with the Ohio Department of Education to show reasons why a school district’s plan is not educationally sound and will not help the district improve its level of student achievement.
